On or about _________ you requested a clearance test for the remediation of the lead hazards at                                                     ___________.     At that time, the test results indicated lead levels above the legal requirements set forth in N. C.G. S.  § 130A-131.9C.

According to information provided to the health department, the residential housing unit at ___________________has been re-occupied.   In cases where a housing unit is vacant during the time remediation activities are in progress, the Health Department recommends that the unit remain vacant until the lead hazards have been remediated and the unit has passed clearance.  As you know, remediation generates lead contaminated dust and loosens lead-based paint chips, thereby creating additional lead hazards.  In order to avoid exposing the new occupants to the hazards, you must clean up the lead contaminated dust, dirt, and paint chips using previously recommended procedures.

You are required by law to provide this Department with the names and dates of birth of each child currently residing in the residential housing unit and the names of the children’s parents.  The requested information must be provided to the Department within 10 days of receipt of this Notice.
